Excitement and mystery come together as a star-studded field of proven winners and 
champions makes up this year’s NTT INDYCAR SERIES race at Long Beach! The field 
includes defending race winner and six-time series champion Scott Dixon, the 2024 
(and three-time) series champion Alex Palou, 2022 Long Beach champion and 2023 
& 2024 Indy 500 winner Josef Newgarden, two-time Long Beach winner Alexander 
Rossi and 2021 Long Beach winner Colton Herta, plus popular Mexican driver Pato 
O’Ward and many more! The 85-lap battle takes the green flag at 1:15 p.m. Sunday. 

IMSA WEATHERTECH SPORTSCAR CHAMPIONSHIP
Two high-speed classes – the high-tech Grand Touring Prototype (GTP) class featuring 
hybrid-powered prototypes and the exciting sports cars of the GT Daytona (GTD) class 
– will battle it out in 100 minutes of wheel-to-wheel action, including midrace driver 
changes on Saturday at 2 p.m.  Four car makers -- Acura, BMW, Cadillac and Porsche

The Indy car 
entries will be headed by the 2005 Long Beach-winning car of Sebastien Bourdais, 
the #1 Ford Lola 05/00. Bourdais’ 2005 win was the first of three consecutive Long 
Beach wins the Frenchman would take for Newman/Haas Racing.
